July 16, 2008
The July meeting of the Judith Basin 4-H Council was called to order by President Jan French on July 16th 2008 at 7:00 p.m. Minutes were read and approved. Nancy Metcalfe gave a Treasurer’s report. Checkbook balance is $4,409.11. Trip Funds Savings - $4244.05, Pass book savings $1484.44 and CD #9488 $3558.32.

Janna gave a report on the Congress trip.  There were 6 members that attended.  It seemed that there were not as many activities at Congress as there have been in the past. The kids did demonstrations, Speeches and Livestock judging.

Old Business

The fair is in need of a new PA system. Bing Schmitt was contacted and he gave a figure of around $1000.00 for the kind of system that is needed. We are also in need of a new back drop for photos at the fair - Traci Mikkelsen has been working on getting one made. She priced PVC pipe and was looking into the cost of the canvas needed.

The 2008 Fair book will be printed by Lewistown News Argus as it was quite a bit cheaper to have them print it. Their cost is $373.00.

A new event that will be added to the fair this year is a team penning event that will take place on Friday night. Sara Stevenson will be in charge of getting this organized, but she was unavailable for further information. 

Horse Assessment Day will be July 30th starting at 6:00 p.m.

Each club needs to have their Auction item at the fair by Saturday before the Livestock auction.

New Business

Triangle Communications gave a Grant of $200.00 to county 4-H. The money will be kept in the Council fund to be used for something special. The Secretary will write a thank you note and specify what it would be used for. It was later decided to use the money for a Buyer Appreciation Ice Cream Social to have before the Livestock sale at the Fair. Kim will talk to Seth Whitney about buying some leftover ice cream from the Hobson FFA.

Harvesting & Processing of 4-H and FFA animals will be all done at Stillwater Packing in Columbus this year. Prices quoted will include the cost of getting all of the meat back to our county.

The Summer Livestock judging at the fair will be on Friday starting around 3:00. The Stanford club will be in charge of getting it organized.

The 4-H Council breakfast will start at 7:00 A.M. on Saturday of the fair.  Nancy Metcalfe will contact some 4-H dads to help out with the cooking.

Other items discussed were to use the Trip Fund for other trips being there are not many kids going on many big trips. Amy McDonald made the motion to use the funds for other trips and it was seconded by Nancy Metcalfe.

This year we will try something new for fair set up. Monday August 4th at 6:00 we will set up the Exhibit building and the barns followed by a potluck. Clubs will be asked to bring dessert or side dishes - meat & drinks will be provided by the food booth.

Nancy brought up that the Jr. Leader money needs to go under the Council and the petty cash in the Extension office will also be put under the Council account. Amy made the motion and Traci seconded.  Motion passed.

Janna made an inquiry about doing a float for the Centennial parade in Stanford.  There was not any interest. The meeting was then adjourned.
