
Judith Basin County 4-H Council Minutes

November 11, 2009

The November meeting of the Judith Basin 4-H Council was called to order by Janna Kincheloe on November 11 at 6:30. A correction to the minutes was that Vice President Jackie Urick ran the meeting. The treasurer’s report was given. The current check book balance is $3700.94. Sara made a motion to renew it and Traci seconded it.

· Achievement day- There have been a lot of great and positive comments about the awards ceremony that the Rocking JB’s put on. It was mentioned that maybe next year we invite the award sponsors to the ceremony.

· 4-H Volunteer Screening- the forms are due to the office as soon as possible.

· Committee Chairs- A list was handed out. It was decided that we needed to add a Small Animal Committee. Sara Stevenson volunteered to be the chairperson 

New Business:

· Beef weigh day-Fergus County’s is Dec. 19th.  Sara moved that we have Judith Basin County’s weigh day the same day. Hobson will weigh at Basin Angus (New Feedlot) at 9:00 weather permitting.

· Winter Livestock Judging is tentatively set for Dec. 28th at the Stevenson Angus Ranch. Sara will get classes lined up. Possibilities for classes Amy Hughes- Sheep, Stevenson Angus -Beef, Jared Long- Pigs, and Vincent’s, Prospect feeder calves. Traci & Kim will be in charge of the lunch we will serve Chili or sloppy Joes, brownies and a drink. Stevenson Angus Ranch will provide the burger.

· Project Day- It was discussed to have it possibly with the judging from 1-3:00. We would maybe like to have some kids help out with the workshops.

· Leader Training- there will be a Mandatory training on Dec. 16th from 6-8:00 dinner included.

· Livestock scale- the scale has just been fixed and it cost $135. Sara made a motion to have a deposit of $125 put down when someone borrows the scale Traci seconded it. When the scale is picked up, the office will show you how to run it. Your deposit will be returned if the scale is working properly when you bring it back.

· Project book presentation- it was asked if we would like to have a presentation by the Extension service on filling out the books and how to properly put them in order in your record book . This would be for next year.

· Changes to Fair Schedule- the Fair Board had suggested to change the schedule for the fair. Thursday Livestock would check in from 2-4:30 and then to have the Livestock judging @ 5:30 with the concession stand being open. Friday- have the Horse show at 1:00 and then all beef shows on Saturday. Friday possibly start pigs at 7:00 a.m. and sheep immediately after the swine show is over.

· Quality Assurance- First Sunday in Feb. the 7th.

· Demonstration Day is tentatively set for April 2nd in Stanford. 

· Election of Officers- slate of officers- President - Sara Stevenson. Vice President- Kim Vincent, Treasurer- Nancy Metcalfe. We do not currently have anyone for Secretary, need suggestions from other clubs.
