ATTENTION SENIORS! 

 

The Montana Association of Conservation Districts is offering two $500 

scholarships for 2008.  One is for high school seniors, and one is for post-

secondary students.

Other eligibility requirements 

include: MT residency, a minimum GPA of 2.5. and enrollment (or plan for 

enrollment) in a course study that allows students to explore natural resource 

issues.

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MARKET ANIMAL QUALITY ASSURANCE 

All 4-H members enrolled in a market animal project 

(sheep, beef, or swine) are required to attend Market 

Animal Quality Assurance Training.  Training has 

been scheduled for Sunday, Feb. 10th , 2008 from 

3:00-5:00 p.m. at the City Hall in Stanford.   

 

This training covers 

b e s t  p r o d u c t i o n 

practices related to 

animal care, nutrition, 

and handling that 4-H 

members should be 

utilizing when raising their animals.  This training is 

required by Montana 4-H in order to assist 4-H 

members in producing the best quality animals 

possible.  Training includes group discussions and 

hands-on activities. 

 

Certification is good for two years, so if you took the 

class in 2006, you need to take it again this year.  

Parents, if you have a child who took the class in 

2006 and another who was certified in 2007, we 

recommend that you bring both children this year so 

that they get on the same schedule.  This will make it 

easier on your family in the future.   

 

A parent or guardian MUST attend the training with 

the 4-H member.  If a parent or guardian is not 

present at the training, the child will not be eligible 

to exhibit or sell their animals at the Fair.  Please 

contact the Extension Office if you have any 

questions.

Old Business: 

2007 Fair Review 

Showmanship attire needs to be clarified in Fair 

book.  Some people thought that a button collar and 

tie were required for all showmanship classes, when 

the rule was meant to apply to horse classes only. 

The scale that was used to weigh in animals at the 

Fair is believed to be inaccurate for pigs and lambs.  

Next year we will have the small animal scale 

certified and use it for weighing pigs and lambs. 
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The Fair book should state that participants in the 

Round Robin are required to show their own animals. 

There was discussion about how food booth shifts 

are assigned during the Fair and whether or not adults 

should have assigned shifts.  Jessica said it is 

typically not a problem; there are usually 2-3 adults 

present in the food booth during all shifts. 

It was suggested that we try to find a professional 

livestock auctioneer for next year’s livestock sale.  

Some possible auctioneers include Joe Goggins, Bob 

Stevenson, or Kyle Shobe.  Janna will contact 

potential auctioneers and report back to the Council. 

 

Due to a larger than expected crowd at the Friday 

night meal during the Fair, approximately 65 donated 

hamburgers were used for the meal in addition to food 

purchased by the Sloans.  The Council had agreed to 

give Stephanie 50% of the proceeds from the Friday 

night meal, which grossed $596.00.  Jessica asked if 

the Council would like Stephanie to reimburse us for 

the burgers.  Sara moved that Stephanie do a project 

for National 4-H Week in exchange for the donated 

hamburgers.  Seconded by Julie.  Motion passed.   

 

New Business: 
4-H Foundation Banquet – The planning committee 

has requested that each county provide an item for the 

silent auction at the banquet.  Julie moved and Sara 

seconded that the Council order a barbed wire basket 

from Lorna Kolar for the auction.  Motion passed. 

 

Club financial reports – Janna reported that all 4-H 

clubs and entities must submit a financial report to the 

Extension Office by September 30th.  Due to 

increased requirements from the state regarding 

financial accountability, it is critical that the 

Extension Office keeps these records on file and up to 

date.
