MONTANA 4-H CONGRESS 

Montana 4-H Congress will be held July 8-11 at Montana State University in 

Bozeman.  The theme of this year’s Congress is “Find Your Element” because 4-H 

provides many opportunities for youth to experience new and different things, thus 

helping them to find their own element.  Congress is a great opportunity for 4-H 

youth to experience a variety of workshops, entertainment, and competitive events 

including demonstrations,  illustrated talks, public speaking, livestock judging, 

horse judging, stir-ups, gavel games, horse skill-a-thon, fashion revue, and 

quilting.   

In order to attend Congress, 4-H members must be at least 14 years of age as of 

October 1, 2007, and must have received a red or a blue ribbon at Demonstration 

Day.  The registration fee is $195, and the Judith Basin 4-H Council will pay $75 

towards registration for Judith Basin County 4-H’ers.

2008 Montana 4-H Shotgun Postal 

Tournament 

McCone County Extension is sponsoring a 

Shotgun Postal Tournament between June 1 and 

August 15. 

Junior 4-H members are to shoot one round (25 

shots) of Trap (5 shots from each of the 5 posts) from 

the 16-yard line.  Senior 4-H members are to shoot 2 

rounds (50 shots) of Trap from the 16-yard line. 

In the event that a shooter shoots a perfect score, 

he or she needs to shoot additional rounds until a 

miss is scored (used for tie-breaking purposes).  

Awards will be given for males and females in both 

divisions. 

Trap score sheets should be dated, signed by the 

scorekeeper, and then mailed to the McCone County 

Extension Office, P.O. Box 200, Circle, MT 59215.  

Please include a $5.00 entry fee for each participating 

4-H member. Score sheets are due by August 25.
