The judging
will be held in Hobson.

2007-08 Policy Review/Changes

e Council funding for trips/training — There was a
question about how the Council determines the degree of
funding for various trips and training events. The Council
trip fund is supported by auction items made by clubs and
sold at the Fair Livestock Sale. Currently the Council pays
$75 for Congress participants and 20% of registration costs
for Ambassador Training, in addition to paying all costs
associated with the NILE Livestock Judging. It was
suggested that the Council should pay fuel costs for trip
chaperones to help encourage volunteers. Increasing fuel
prices and uncertainty about participation in various events
makes it difficult to estimate how much this would cost the
Council. It was suggested that we look at how other
counties fund trips and evaluate our options at a later date.

e Committee structure — There are many committees at
the county level that are currently not functioning. The
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committee structure needs to be reviewed and possibly
revised to avoid duplication of efforts and be more
efficient. Tabled until next meeting.

e Policy Review attendance - There was a discussion
about the lack of attendance at our Policy Review
meeting. Jackie Urick suggested that the Council hold an
October meeting specifically for Policy Review in
addition to regularly scheduled Council meetings.
Everyone agreed that this would ensure that policies
received a thorough review. The Policy Review meeting
for next year will be held in October instead of
November.

e Record books — 4-H members must provide up-to-
date record books and project books with 7 required
activities completed to project leaders, organizational
leaders, or Extension Agent on or before Wednesday of
Fair week. This was not worded accurately in the
previous policy manual. In addition, members must turn
record books in to be judged in order to complete their 4-
H year. A 4-H story or project summary must be
submitted for each project in order to be eligible for an
award.

Jan moved and Nancy seconded to accept policy changes
as stated above. Motion passed.

4-H Council Officer Elections — Nominated for Officer
positions on the Council were Jan French for President,
Jackie Urick for Vice President, Kim Vincent for
Secretary, and Nancy Metcalfe for Treasurer. A
unanimous ballet was cast and approved.

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

Speaking Categories

Prepared Speech

You may choose any topic for this speech. Time limits
are listed below. Note cards may be used but you should
not read from them. No props or visual aids are allowed
in the prepared speech category.

Beginners: 3-5 minutes

Juniors: 5-7 minutes

Seniors: 5-7 minutes; plus 2 - 3 minutes impromptu

Ilustrated Talk

A communication which conveys information with the
use of visual items and illustrations. Charts and posters
are used to enhance oral presentations. To be effective,

an oral presentation must be concise and flow smoothly.
Illustrated Talks are not timed and there are no point
deductions assessed for being under— or overtime.
However, it will be helpful to follow these guidelines.
Keep in mind that your Illustrated Talk at State Congress
must be at least 7 minutes long.

Beginners: 3-5 minutes

Juniors: 5-7 minutes

Seniors: 7-20 minutes

Demonstration

A presentation that shows how to complete a task—a
hands-on, step-by-step presentation which prepares the
audience to complete a task. This is a “how to”
presentation.

Team Demonstratiortwo persons work together to
deliver the presentation. Each person must share equally
in the verbal and visual parts of the presentation. Only
beginners and juniors may give team demonstrations.
Time guidelines are the same as for Illustrated Talk.

Commerecials

They’re short, they’re fun and they are convincing! They
encourage you to buy things or to become involved.
Here’s your chance to create one.

¢ Choose a product or idea you would like to sell.

¢ Cover or conceal any brand names and create your own
brand name.

¢ Prepare a convincing presentation that would make
your audience want to buy this product.

Remember, commercials are quite short. Be certain your
commercial includes the three parts of an effective
communication: an introduction that catches attention, a
body that gives documentation of reasons the audience
should buy the product or idea, and a summary that
leaves an impression of the most important idea you want
the audience to remember.

Broadcast

You can be the voice behind some of those exciting
stories you hear on the radio. Your radio broadcast may
be written and you may read from your script. You will
be in your “broadcasting booth” speaking over a
microphone. The success of your story will depend on the
words you choose, organization of your information, use
of your voice, and rate of delivery. You need to

prepare a newscast which would include 4 to 5 news items

of about 30 seconds each
