To Enter:  Nominate your market animals by the due date.  Then you must Enter your animal by the entry date.
Nomination forms due:

Market Beef:  Jan 31, 2010.  Market Lambs and Hogs:  April 30, 2010  Entry forms due for all animals:  July 1, 2010.  Forms can be obtained at the Park County Extension Office or online at montanastatefair.com 

There are four divisions:  

Heifer Show:  All registered heifers must have original registration papers in the name of the exhibitor prior to June 15 of the current year.  All registered heifers must be identified with a permanent tattoo corresponding to original registration papers which must be present with heifers at check-in

Heifer Breed Classes:

Angus, Charolais, Chianina, Gelbvieh, Hereford/Polled Hereford, Linousin, Maine-Anjou, Red Angus, Shorthorn, Simmental, Registered Other Breeds and Commercial.  

Owenership date for steers is January 31 of the current

Market Hogs:

Gilts or barrows are eligible.  Ownership date for hogs is April 30 of current year

Market Lambs:

Ewe or wether lambs are eligible.  Ownership date for lambs is April 30 of current year. 

Showmanship Contest:

Individual classes will be available for all exhibitors to show.  Contestants interested in participating are not required to enter these classes, but are encouraged to show.  There will be no round robin.  Showmanship competition is divided into two age groups

Junior Livestock Sale-Market Animals:  an exhibitor may nominate, enter and show all the animals they can handle.  The show is non-terminal except for Champions & Reserve Champions must sell.  Exhibitors choosing to be in the sale must communicate which ONE animal they want to sell by the announced time.
