VOLUNTEER CERTIFICATION PROCESS

The Montana 4‐H Volunteer Certification process includes completion of:

• Montana 4‐H Volunteer Application

• Montana 4‐H Volunteer Agreement and Standards of Behavior

• Disclosure and Consent form

• Criminal Background Check administered through HireRight

• Check against the Montana Sexual and Violent Offender Registry

• Orientation of accepted volunteers

• Annual re‐enrollment of accepted volunteers

Below are some highlights that are included within the policy:

· All current and new direct volunteers (those that have direct one-on-one contact with youth) will take part in this process.  No volunteers will be “grandfathered” in.  

· We will not accept prior criminal background screenings from other entities.  

· The cost is $12 per volunteer.   

Please don’t let this scare you away, as we cannot continue to grow and be as productive to our youth without you.  The forms we will need were attached to your enrollment form and given to your club leader.  Please turn them into the Extension Office or your Club Leader by October 28, 2009.
