Fair Awards Process:
During the May 14th council meeting, a new awards and recognition policy was passed.  It focuses on providing recognition to members through five areas.

1. Participation – Awarding members who belong to 4-H.
2. Standards of Excellence - the one-on-one interview judging done at fair, matching the member’s project to industry standards of excellence.
3. Peer Competition – the fair competition where one member’s project is judged against another member’s project and champion is picked.  Rosettes are awarded.

4. Progress towards self-set goals – In this area, project members will turn in an application, their record books, and a letter from a club and or project leader to demonstrate their progress towards self-set goals and project excellence.  Applications will be judged by an awards committee chosen from leaders in the county.  Awards will be given to members who demonstrate project excellence and progress towards self-set goals.

5. Cooperation – Clubs and project groups will be recognized at fair for the service work they provide in their communities.

 4-H Lingo 
We realize that 4-H lingo can be overwhelming. These terms will help you become more familiar with 4-H.

Enrollment Form – To be filled out by both members and leaders at the beginning of each 4-H year which is

October 1. Members and leaders will “enroll” in the projects they wish to participate in or assist with as well as

provide contact information.

Extension Agent – An Extension staff member with a specific subject matter responsibility.

Extension Service – USDA (US Dept. of Agriculture) – The 4-H and Youth Division of the Extension Service

responsible for the 4-H program across the nation. Housed in the Department of Agriculture in Washington, D.C., this staff provides resource assistance to state, county and local 4-H programs. The division collects and interprets research in youth education.

National 4-H Week – A week set aside to increase public understanding of 4-H. Usually the first full week in

October; it is the time for promotion of the 4-H program. 

Organizational Leader – The volunteer who is in charge of a 4-H club. They are generally responsible for

administrative duties, and making sure that the meetings go smoothly. A club may have more than one

organizational leader.

Teen Leader – Senior 4-H’ers with previous 4-H experience who provide leadership in the 4-H program.

The teen may provide support or total leadership for an activity or project.
