Please read the fair book carefully, as it explains in detail all rules and event procedures.  
 

Please note the following important directions: 

1.  Only one entry under any one lot number will be allowed. Use the "Any Other" lot for  

 multiple exhibits under one class. 

2. Put 4-H age and year in project on every entry tag.  Entry tags will be included in the April 4-H 

 newsletter and will be available at the Extension Office and at the registration desk at the fair. 

3. Put Division Number, Class Number and Lot Number on every entry tag.  Attach entry tag 

 securely  to exhibit. 

4.    Projects made in school may be entered in the ñFor All Membersò section in a related division, so that 

 judges with knowledge of the project can review the entry with the 4-H member.  For instance, if a 

 woodworking project is done as part of a school class, enter it under ñFor All Membersò in the 

 woodworking division. Please note that there is also a class for school work open to all 4-H members.  Any 

 general schoolwork that would not correlate with any similar 4-H project should be entered in the school 

 work section.  

5.    Please include copies of vaccinations of cats and dogs, and proof of official scrapies tags for sheep and 

 goats, and bangs certificates for heifers.  Fair entry forms will be considered complete ONLY when the 

 office has received this information.  Late fees may be assessed for incomplete entries. 

6. If a member is entering a project that would take a judge additional times to review (such as 20- 

 page original written works or a two-hour original documentary video, etc.), please contact the Extension 

 Office at least 10 days prior to fair. We can occasionally submit work to the judge prior to fair for review.

 Please register 15 minutes prior to your clubôs scheduled interview time on Thursday,  

June 24.  An interview schedule can be found on the inside cover of this book. 

 If a member is unable to attend the interview, but would still like to be judged, they 

may submit a report related to the topics above so as to present their learning experience.   

 Because of our educational focus, we encourage 4-H members to use creativity in 

displaying projects.  Please call the Extension Office if you have questions about presenting  

your learning experience. 

 The learning process and final project will be judged for color rating.  Cloverbud 

members will receive green ribbons for participation.  4-H members will be given a  white, 

red or blue sticker to place on the entry tag of their exhibit.  Upon delivering their entry form to 

the premium table, they will have the opportunity to receive a corresponding ribbon, if they so 

choose.  Purple ribbons will be attached to exhibits upon completion of the judging.  The color 

of the rating is an indication of where each member is in the learning process with regard to a 

particular project item.  Below is one way to think about the ribbon placing: 

 White: I tried. I learned. I have some room for improvement and more 

learning.  

 Red:   I tried. I learned. I did a good job, yet I have room to improve and 

learn more.

5. All canning, including jam, must be in standard 

canning jars.  Rings must be included. Every jar 

should be labeled. Labels should be typed or plainly 
printed with name of product, date canned, process 

used in canning (pressure canner, water bath, etc.), 

and length of processing time. Entry tags must be 

secured to exhibit. All jams, jellies, and pickles may 

be opened. Other canned items will not be taste 

tested. 

6. A suggestion, not a requirement, is to have the 

recipe attached. 

7. For large recipe food items such as one-dish meals 

(i.e. lasagna, salads, etc.) bring one serving size for 

judging and display to avoid food waste. 

8. For items that are perishable and may not display 

well during the fair, please consider bringing the 

food item to be judged, and then leaving an 8x10 

photo of the item, with a recipe and entry tag for 

display.

The Teton County 4-H Horse and Livestock Shows will be held June 23-26, 2010.   
 
All 4-H members carrying livestock and horse projects are encouraged to enter one or more 
animals.  4-H members must be enrolled in the project areas to exhibit. 
 
Entries must be received at: Teton County Extension Office, Box 130, Choteau, MT 59422  
by April 30, 2010.  Livestock fair entries received after April 30 will be assessed a $5 
late fee.  Livestock entries will not be accepted after June 1, 2010.   
 
It is your responsibility to seek clarification for any rules you do not understand.  Each 
exhibitor is responsible for providing his/her own equipment for feeding, exhibiting, fitting, 
cleaning up after his/her animal, etc.  The Livestock Committee, 4-H Council, or Extension 
Staff are not responsible for the loss or damage of any article or exhibit, or injury to any 
person, although due care and caution will be exercised to prevent loss, damage or injury. 
 

 GENERAL RULES 
1. Any member who misses final project deadlines will NOT be allowed to show or 

sell.  This rule applies to ALL members with market animals.  Market Beef must be in 
possession by January 1; Market Swine must be in possession by April 16; Market Lamb 
must be in possession by April 16. 

2. 4-H Horse members, please see page 43. 
3. No tranquilizers will be used on animals.  Any animal in question will be subject to 

veterinary examination and will be disqualified if found to be in violation.  All other drugs 
that would make an animal unsafe or illegal for slaughter are not to be used. 

4. Grooming will be done by 4-H members, with limited help allowed from other 4-H 
members. 

5. Only 4-H members are eligible to show animals.  A member having two animals in one 
class must have another 4-H member show his/her animal.  Each member is allowed only 
one entry per lot. 

6. Enter animals in the proper class and then in the lot number for showmanship according 
to the 4-H memberôs age.  Market beef, market lamb and market swine will be assigned 
to a weight class at the fair. Scales will be available at the Weatherbeater.  Swine will be 
weighed on Thursday, June 24 from 9:00-10:30 a.m. and 6:30 - 8:30 p.m., sheep will be 
weighed on Friday, June 25 at noon, and beef will be weighed on Saturday, June 26 at 7 
a.m. 

7. All market lambs will be sleek shorn. 
8. See schedule on page 2 for time of events.  A show includes a showmanship clinic, 

showmanship judging and class judging. 
9. Poultry, rabbits and small animals must be in coops or crates provided by the exhibitor.  
10. All members bringing horse, market beef, market swine, market lamb, dairy, llamas, 

goats, rabbits, poultry, cats and dogs must be enrolled in the showmanship contest.   
Members with both market and breeding animals of the same species must note on 
the fair exhibit form (due April 30) which animal they will use for showmanship.     

11. The Livestock Committee, Extension Agent, or Judge has the right to eliminate 
unmanageable animals from showmanship contests or class judging. 

12. Members will be divided into Pre-Junior, Junior and Senior Showmanship age groups 
with the top contestant being chosen as Champion Showman of each group.  
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 13. Hard-soled shoes will be required.  Tennis shoes will not be permitted.  Dark pants 
will be required.  The pants should be the same or one color, have no holes, and 
should not be frayed.  The shirt must be long -sleeved, collared, and tucked in.  No 
tank tops are to be worn underneath an unbuttoned shirt.  No caps will be worn in 
the show ring.  Depending on the judges discretion, Western hats may or may not 
be permitted in the show ring.  Belts and ties are optional.  During the Round Robin, 
ALL participants will be expected to follow the above dress code.  Dairy animals will 
be shown based on class standards .  These rules apply to the Shows and Sale.  Horse 
entrants must follow the Teton County Horse Show dress code.  The Teton County Horse 
Show dress code includes wearing a long-sleeved shirt, hat, belt, slacks or dark-colored 
jeans, and boots.  Jackets are allowable.  English attire is acceptable for  showing.  Round 
Robin participants must adhere to the general livestock dress code. 

14. Age is determined as of October 1 of the current 4 -H year .  Pre-Junior Showmen are    

4-H members who are ages 8, 9 & 10 by October 1, of the current 4-H year.  Junior 
Showmen are 4-H members who are ages 11, 12 and 13 by October 1, of the current 4-H 
year.  Senior Showmen are all 4-H members who are 14 and over by October 1, of the 
current 4-H year. 

15. Entries in the Round Robin contest will be Champion Showman and Reserve Showman 
from each class.  Large animals include beef, sheep, horse, swine, and dairy.  A member 
will be entered into Round Robin showmanship with their first qualifying show as a 
grand champion showman.  If necessary, we will use up to the fourth place in 
showmanship to select participants for Round Robin.  There will be no Round Robin 
for pre -juniors.  However, Grand Champion Round Robin pre -junior winners will be 
given the option to show in the Round Robin with the junior members.   There will be 
no small animal Round Robin.   

16. All 4-H exhibits will be judged on the Danish or group system of placing.  Each entry will 
awarded a ribbon. 

17. Neck ropes are required on all beef animals when they are stalled. 
18. All entrants will be assigned a back number and will wear it at all times while exhibiting. 
19. A judge is not required to award top prizes if there are no worthy entries. 
20. No market animal can be shown in breeding classes.  
21. All decisions made by the judges are final. 
22. A Livestock Policy Committee consisting of three (3) adult leaders and one (1) junior 

leader and one Extension office representative will enforce all existing rules relating to 
livestock.  Failure to follow rules may disqualify member and animal from judging, 
showmanship and/or sale.   

23. 4-H members having a grievance with the rules and/or enforcement of the rules and 
proceedings of the Livestock Show must submit his/her concerns in writing to an 
Extension office representative.    

24. The Livestock Grievance Committee is made up of two 4-H livestock leaders, one  4-H 
livestock member, and an ex-officio Extension representative. Grievances must be made 
in writing. All grievances are to be submitted directly to Extension personnel. The 
committee will meet to address 4-H livestock grievances. 

25. Members with market or sale animals must register with the office after weigh-in.   
26. An assessment fee of $50.00 will be collected if the 4 -H member does not load and 

clean on shipping day, unless the member has chosen another 4 -H member as a 
representative to clean up in his/her place.  The representative cannot already be 
scheduled to clean for that animal group.   
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SALE RULES 
 

1. Members can enter two animals of different species in the market classes.  Only 
one animal will sell. Members must designate which animal they plan to sell on the 
fair entry form.  The designated animal will sell.  If a member takes two animals 

of different species and the non-designated sale animal receives grand or reserve 
in the market class, the grand or reserve place animal must also sell.  

2. You must designate the animal you will sell on your animal entry form.  
3. Minimum weights - Swine 210 lbs, Beef 900 lbs, Lambs 90 lbs.

8. All animals must be weighed by an official scale master at the assigned time. 
9. Sale order will be drawn by random order except Grand and Reserve Champion in 

each animal class. 
10. All Bills of Sale for sale beef must be presented for collection at weigh-in. 
11. Brand inspection will be completed at weigh-in. 
12. Reselling of animals will be done at the end of the sale and with pre -approval 

by the Livestock Committee PRIOR to the sale.  
13. Sale assessment fees: Beef $60; Swine $60; Sheep $30.   
14. Thank you notes to buyers must be turned in to Extension Office before market 

animal checks will be released.  Notes must include complete address of buyer, 
complete return address of seller, and correct postage . Please take care of thank 

you notes in a timely fashion.

Horse Rules & Regulations 
Teton County Horse members will follow  the Montana State 4-H Horse Show Dress Code and Judging 

Criteria, which are available at the Extension Office with the following exceptions: 

It is expected that horse show members will either interview during interview judging in the Pavilion or 

provide an educational display for the fair.   

Levels 1-3 4-H horse members in Teton County will be allowed to ride their project horse regardless of 

the horseôs age, using two hands with any non-leverage bit. 

Horse project members must be assessed by a certified horse project leader by the Horse 

Showcase date.  The horse committee reserves the right to adjust fair entries and enrollment levels. 

The 4-H member must use their own  project horse in showmanship classes. 

Teton County 4-H horse members must be working in Level 4 in order to participate in optional horse 

projects. 

All horses must be ridden using appropriate riding equipment. 

No studs will be allowed in any horse class -- except stud colts under five months of age in the colt to 

maturity class 

Any county horse leader who has attended the assessment training in the current year can assess any 

member, provided it is not their own child.  First year  4-H horse leaders need to have an experienced 

or key leader in the horse area assist them while doing assessments. 

Any 4-H horse member or horse needing special consideration, must submit their request in writing by 

the day before the Teton County Horse Show.  Consideration will be reviewed by the memberôs 4-H 

horse leader and project key leader and extension agent.  No changes will be considered on the day of 

the show. 

Not all classes available in the State 4-H Show guidelines will be available at the Teton County 4-H 

Fair. 

We recommend that your 4-H horse is immunized.  If your horse is exhibiting signs of illness at any   

4-H horse function, you may be asked to remove your horse from the grounds.  Please do not bring a 

sick animal to the fair. 

Participants in the 4-H Horse Project are required to attend a helmet education workshop and/or view 

the video ñEvery Ride Every Timeò once as a junior 4-H member (9-13) and once as a senior 4-H 

members (14 and up).  It is the responsibility of the parent or guardian of the 4-H member to see that 

the headgear worn complies with standards and is in good condition.  The Montana 4-H Center for 

Youth Development encourages the use of ASTM certified/SEI approved safety helmets in all equine 

events.  Protective headgear may be used in all classes and shall not be discriminated against.  Helmet 

use in encouraged in all 4-H horse activities any time  a 4-H members is around a horse.   

The 4-H Horse Project waiver and 4-H Horse Helmet Policy must be signed and turned in to the Teton 

County Extension Office yearly before the Teton County Horse Showcase. 

4-H horse project members are encouraged to wear horse helmets during 4-H-sponsored activities. 

Bareback classes will be judged by following levels:  Walk-Trot, Levels 2-3, Levels 4-7.  Members 

may enter only one class -- either at level or walk-trot, regardless of age of member. 

Trail classes will be judged by following levels:  Walk-Trot, Levels 2-3, Levels 4-7.  Members may 

enter only one class -- either at level or walk-trot, regardless of age of member.
