VALLEY COUNTY 4-H COUNCIL MINUTES

October 13, 2009
Valley County Courthouse

President Mandy Bell called the Valley County 4-H Council meeting to order at 5:35 PM.  Roll call was, “What I Cook Best.”  The clubs in attendance were Cherry Creek, Four Leaf Clover, Jackalopes, Lucky Clover, Milk River Wranglers, Northern Lights, Stars & Stripes, Tampico Boys and Western Valley.  County Extension Agent Roubie Younkin and Extension Staff Leann Fontaine were also present.  Michelle Teichrow led the Pledge of Allegiance and Laura Barnes led the 4-H Pledge.
Education:

· Leader Education will follow the close of the council meeting.
Minutes:
The minutes of the 09/08/2009 meeting were distributed via mail to all.  The minutes were approved.
Correspondence:

A Thank You card from Joe Shipp for the graduation gift was presented to the council.
Treasurer’s Report:
Balance sheet for 09/30/09 was distributed to council members and filed for audit.  A note was made that Sysco bills are due in 7 days, so in the future the food booth manager will need to advise the Sysco distributor to extend the bill due date so the bill can be paid timely.
Bills for Allowance:
· A Leader from District IV submitted a bill for refund of leader registration for the state leader’s forum; this leader was not from Valley County.  Valley County 4-H Council had funds available to pay registration fees last year, but had not committed funds for 2009.  Motion by Sue Sather to deny payment; second by Betty Rahn.  Motion passed.  Valley County had two leaders attend the State Leader’s Forum and they have submitted requests for registration waivers from the state.
REPORTS:

· Wisconsin State Exchange Trip:  Kristina Rausch reported on the trip to Wisconsin.  They flew to Wisconsin, arriving at 9:30 pm.  They went on tours of dairy farms, a cheese factory, a chocolate candy factory, Lambeau Stadium, attended a semi-pro baseball game and the Oshkosh Air Show.  The air show was cancelled due to weather conditions.  Kristina enjoyed the trip and there were frequent bonfires and potlucks with the host families.
· Food Booth Report:  Reports for the Food Booth from 2008 and 2009 were submitted for comparison.  The net food booth profit for 2009 is $4,300.  Net profit in 2008 was $4,750 but did not include some of the operational expenses of the food booth.  Saturday and Sunday were the best sale days
· National 4-H Week:  Erin Bell reported that her club, Jackalopes, did promotional radio ads and presented a skill-a-thon to the 4, 5, and 6 grade students at Glasgow.  She said it went very well and was received enthusiastically by the students.  Lucky Clover also did promotional radio ads, decorated lockers at Nashua Schools, and gave bookmarkers to 2, 3, 4 and 5 grades.  Tampico Boys decorated the window at Ezzie’s and put an article in the Glasgow Courier.  Western Valley decorated a window at Hinsdale Schools.  Cadence Younkin set up a display in the courthouse lobby.  Roubie Younkin was on KLTZ news for an interview about 4-H.
· Wreath Sales:  Geraldene Fuhrmann is able to add a few extra wreaths to the order if she knows by Friday, October 16.
· State Leader’s Forum:  Report by Betty Rahn and Mandy Bell.  They attended seminars about the 4-H Foundation, 8 Essential Elements, and New 4-H Curriculum.  Mandy brought back some ideas on a skill-a-thon that her club presented to 4, 5, and 6 grades in Glasgow.  They both felt it was an eye-opening experience and charged them up for the new year.  The Keynote Speaker was very good and has a website www.training-wheels.com and a free newsletter.
· State Exchange Trip:  Sue Sather reported that Jeff has not had any responses from members who may be interested in the next state exchange trip.  The leaders present stated they would contact members of their clubs and call Jeff by October 25.
· D.C. Trip 2010:  Roubie reported there are 14 members going on the trip.  The trip is scheduled for June 1 to June 14.  Tentatively they will take the train to Chicago, fly to Washington, D.C., fly from Boston to Chicago, and take the train home.  There was one member who decided not to go.  Council Policy does not refund the D.C. deposit.
OLD BUSINESS:
· Volunteer Screening Process & Dues:  The form has been revised and is available at the extension office.  Valley County encourages all leaders to complete these forms.  The cost for the background check is $12 per leader; as long as there is no break in service or overriding circumstances, this is a one-time fee.  LaMae Lacock moved for 4-H Council to pay the fee for the background checks; second by Sue Sather.  Motion approved.  Leaders may voluntarily pay their own fee.  
· Awards Fun Day:  Set for Sunday, November 1, location is undecided.  Tampico Boys is in charge of this event and will have information in the next newsletter.  Roubie will do officer installation at clubs who request her to attend.
· Verlin’s Retirement:
 Gina Reyling and Roubie Younkin will let clubs know about the gift.
NEW BUSINESS:
· New Curriculum:  Leanne has ordered some new curriculum and it is available at the extension office.  She has the materials for Citizenship, Theatre Arts, Communications I, A Palette of Fun-Arts & Crafts, Fast Foods, Centennial Project Book, and New Cloverbuds Book.
· Club Incentive:  Enrollment Forms are due November 2.  Laura Barnes made a motion to pay $25 to clubs who have their enrollment forms in the office by November 2; second by Amy Aune.  Motion approved.
· Aluminum Can Recycle Funds:  Laura Barnes stated that Nashua continues to have an aluminum can recycling container.  This project was started by Bill and Myrna Lauckner to support the Shooting Sports program.  They have retired and most of the recycling containers are no longer in use.  Lucky Clover took care of the one in Nashua last year and presented the $95 earned to the 4-H Council for Shooting Sports.  Laura requested that future money they earn from the can recycling stay with their club.  Sue Sather moved to allow Lucky Clover to retain any earnings they receive from can recycling.  Second by Amy Aune.  Motion approved.  Northern Lights will decide whether they will continue with collecting the aluminum cans.
· Valley County Combined Campaign:  Amy Aune moved for 4-H to make a presentation to the Valley County Combined Campaign committee to be included in the county combined fund raising newsletter.  Sue Sather second; motion carried.  Roubie will contact spokespersons to present to the committee on Tuesday, October 20, at noon.   Suggested spokespersons were Jesse Lacock, Jeff Sather, Jeremy Tihista, and Tee Aune.
As there was no further business to come before the council, meeting was adjourned with the next meeting set for Tuesday, November 10, at 5:30 p.m.
