DOG RULES: 
1. Dogs will be able to compete in the 

same class for three years regardless of 
the ribbon awarded. 

2. Dogs that have a C.D. (Companion Dog) title 
cannot complete in the Novice Class.  They can 
compete in Graduate, Novice or Advance. 

3. Dogs that have a CDX (Companion Dog 
Excellence) may compete in Advanced for one 
(1) year, then must compete in Utility. Once in 
Utility, they may stay in that class. 

4. Dogs must be on a leash unless requested by 
judge. 

5. Dogs must show proof of vaccinations (rabies, 
dist/parvo) on or before the fair. 

6. Entrants must be on the grounds one half hour 
(30 minutes) before showing. 

7. Any Dog that "soils" while in the ring may be 
moved to the bottom of the class at the judge’s 
discretion. 

8. Any dog in heat will not be permitted to show. 
9. 4-H classes and open classes will be judged 

separately.  There will be no challenging up from 
4-H to Open. 

10. There must be two or more entries in each lot 
before a Grand Champion can be selected and 
three or more before a Reserve Champion can 
be selected.
