     The Superintendents reported on their areas.  They are as follows:  Jessie Shanklin—Rabbit and Poultry: still looking for judges.  She has asked a few people and is waiting to hear back.  Kurt Voss—Swine Report: a few gates need to be rehung will talk to Gene Hartsock.  All swine have been tagged.  Carla T—sheep were tagged June 10, 2009.    Jodi Dix—Horse: Jodi has a horse camp planned for July.  She is waiting to hear back from the judge.  Justin Fuhrmann—Beef:  Pay-n-Save can take all the market beef.  They will be slaughtered at Saco but can be processed in either Saco or Glasgow.  Remmich’s will haul the beef to Saco.  Round Robin judges:  Jodi and Carla will come up with some ideas and contact them.  Carcass evaluation:  Carla will call around to find someone.  We still need a Cat and Dog Judge.

     Lamb and swine processing will be the same as last year.  Kurt V will check with fair board about sand and straw for animals at the fair.

      We are still looking to redo the show arena.  A grant has been filled out thru Farm Credit Services to help pay for the cost.  We are still waiting to hear back.

       There was also discussion of replacing the memorial plaque in front of the arena with something that will look a little nicer.

        There will be a list sent out as to which clubs will take down and set up for the sale.  Verlin will be retired by fair time so each Superintendent will be responsible for getting their own awards and having things set up.

        We need to rent a tent for the sheep, rabbit, and swine area.  Justin motioned to rent one for $100.  Jessie  second it.  Motion passed.

         We discussed buying market animal insurance at $3/head.  Justin F motioned to purchase the insurance.  Michelle T  second it. Motioned passed.

      Justin F will contact the auctioneers.  Kay Fjeld is working on the Sale brochure and booklet.  Chris R will contact Sherri Idler about taking livestock pictures.

      Carla will call Coke and Pepsi about having something setting up something at the sale.  Kurt will call Bruce Glennie about Wells Fargo donating water for the sale.

      Sale deductions for market animals are as follows: Beef $50    Swine$18    Sheep$15   Goats$12.

     Other items discussed:  4-H Congress – there will be no livestock team just one individual.  Congress will be July 6th – 10th.

     Six (6) applicants were approved for the Nelson/Swanson Memorial Scholarship.

     4-H Summer Project Day is June 27th at the fairgrounds.

     Money is still owed from 4-H kids ($10) for going to the NILE (2008).  We will send out letters to those kids who still owe and ask them to pay.
